Contract Rider and Production Information

The purpose of this rider is to answer your questions regarding the production requirements for Doppelganger and to insure that your event will be a complete success.  Should you have any questions regarding any of the following, please contact our Production Manager, Fidel Romero @ cell # 832.519.7121.
1. Location

Please provide exact location of the event, specific directions and a map should be returned with this rider.

2. Parking

Purchaser agrees to provide parking for one equipment truck (24’ long and 12’ high) & one pickup truck convenient to loading area.

3. Equipment Set-up

Doppelganger must have unimpeded access to the stage and electrical service at least four (4) hours prior to the performance for set-up and sound check and two (2) hours afterwards for tear down and load out.

· All decorating of the stage must be completed prior to band set-up.  An area of at least 12’ deep by 24’ wide is needed after decorations are in place. (16’ by 24’ is better if feasible) 
· If Flower or Decorating personnel are not able to finish prior to band set-up the stage & production area shall be clear and ready to receive band equipment at set-up time.  

4. Optimum Stage Requirements: ··· See Diagram ···
(a) Stage – a minimum of 12’ deep, 24’ wide and ideally 2’ high.  Solidly constructed with a smooth surface.  (Preferred 16’ x 24’)  When stage is higher than 2’, adequate steps should be affixed.  When there is to be scenery, decorations or props on or around the stage that uses part of the space needed for the band, then advance discussion is necessary in order for there to be no problems integrating the band and equipment with the décor.  When this situation occurs, it is best to use a larger stage if possible (16’ x 32’ or 16’ x 24’).

(b) Drum Riser – one drum riser 8’ x 8’ x 18”, solidly constructed and covered on top with carpet positioned upstage center prior to arrival of Doppelganger’s equipment. ···See Diagram ··· 

(c) Sound Wings – An area on each side of the stage at least 6’ wide by 4’ deep to accommodate the main sound system speakers.  ···See Diagram ···
5. Sound System & Lighting Requirements

(a) An area at least 6’ x 8’ to accommodate the main sound mixing console and effect racks, located directly in front of the stage along the back wall.

(b) An area at least 6’ x 6’ to accommodate the lighting console and spotlight located in close proximity to the sound console. ···See Diagram ···
(c) A stepladder or e-z lift must be provided to route sound cable from stage to main sound console across the ceiling or permission to tape cable along the floor. 

(d) Storage area for equipment cases and excess equipment.

6. Electrical Requirements to be provided at NO COST to Doppelganger:

      Four (4) separate 20-amp circuits will be sufficient for audiences up to 400 people.

Eight (8) separate 20-amp circuits will be needed for larger shows when using more lighting.

· Doppelganger will provide when necessary a 200-amp power distro to be tied into venues electrical disconnect by venue electrician. 

7. Food and Beverage:

It would be appreciated if PURCHASER could furnish meals / or Deli Tray  – chicken, turkey, roast beef, ham - cold cuts for sandwiches (enough for 12 people) with chips, mixed veggie tray, assorted fruit and cookies, napkins, and drinking water, coffee, some diet and regular soft drinks, ice and cups, or glasses.  (If more convenient the band would be happy to go through the buffet after your guests have been served.)  NO BOX LUNCHES PLEASE, thank you. 
· A waiter’s tray with 3 pitchers of ice water and 12 glasses located at the side of the stage 30 minutes before show time will be needed.
· Alcoholic beverages will not be abused but should be allowed for consumption by the band, (thank you).  
8. Hotel – Dressing Rooms
Six (6) double hotel rooms are required in travel – road situations.  When possible, said accommodations should be at the place of performance or no further than five (5) miles away.

A dressing room shall be provided for Doppelganger to make costume changes on their breaks.  Purchaser agrees to provide in dressing room (at NO expense to Doppelganger) a clothing rack, mirror and 5 chairs.  Should dressing rooms not be available a 10’ x 10’ x 8’ pipe & drape near the stage would be acceptable.

9. Printed Event Materials
Doppelganger is to be included in all event advertisements, radio, and television or printed/ programs and or announcements, Thank you.  

10. Outdoor Performances / Purchaser Assumes All Risk!

When performance is to be held outside, purchaser agrees to provide for the proper grounding of all electrical equipment and instruments to prevent any danger or hazard to Doppelganger. 

Purchaser shall bear the complete responsibility for providing:

(a) A covered area protecting Doppelganger and all equipment from wind, direct sunlight, rain, or water run-off: or
(b) An Alternative indoor location for the performance.  Any decision to change performance to an indoor location shall be made by Doppelganger and Purchaser jointly and prior to set-up of equipment.  Should purchaser fail to make the above arrangements, Doppelganger may elect not to set-up or perform or to terminate performance and full payment shall be due.

Doppelganger understands that a few of these rider items may not be pertinent to your event and will make every reasonable effort to accommodate your available resources.  No venue is too small for Doppelganger to perform (i.e. Plaza Club, Houston Yacht Club, La Colombe D’or, Maxie & Jakes, Lakewood Yacht Club, Houston City Club & many other small venues) and will downsize our production to fit in these type venues.
